# Mr LIU Lit Man, GBS, JP, FIBA

aged 75, is the Executive Chairman of the Bank. Hejoined the Bank in 1950 and has been its Director
since 1955. Heis also the Chairman of both Liu Chong Hing Investment Limited and Liu Chong Hing
Insurance Company Limited. His other directorships include those in The Hong Kong and China Gas
Company Limited, Asia Commercial Bank Limited and COSCO Pacific Limited. He was a Director of
Tung Wah Group of Hospitals, the President of the Hong Kong Chiu Chow Chamber of Commerce
(presently Permanent Honorary President), afounder and a Permanent Honorary Chairman of the Chiu
Chow Association Building (Property Holding) Limited, as well as the founder and the first Chairman of
Teochew International Convention (now Permanent Honorary Chairman). Presently he is a Permanent
Honorary Chairman of The Chinese General Chamber of Commerce, Hong Kong. Mr Liuisalso a
founder and aManager of Liu Po Shan Memorial College, aDirector of New Asia College of The Chinese
University of Hong Kong, and the founder and aManager of Chiu Chow Association Secondary School.
In 1975, he was appointed a Justice of the Peace and was elected Fellow of the International Banker
Association. He had been a Member of the Consultative Committee for the Basic Law from 1985 to
1990 and was a Member of the Selection Committee of the First Government of the Hong Kong Special
Administrative Region.
